Fees

The cost of the pilgrimage is $3500.00 -- plus airfare.
The pilgrimage is limited to 30 participants.

Participants are responsible for their own airfares and air reservations that
must be coordinated with the pilgrimage itinerary. Plan to arrive at the
Glasgow, Scotland International Airport on Friday, April 28, 2023 and
depart from Glasgow on May 7, 2023. Early morning returns are possible
since our last night hotel will be at the Holiday Inn immediately next to the
airport. Please remember that departure from the USA will be Thursday,
April 27, 2023 for the overnight flight to arrive Friday, April 28.

The Holiday Inn is immediately across the street from the airport. Hotel
reservations for the first night (April 28) and the last night (May 6) are
included in the pilgrimage fee.
